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Know your traffic rules: A Victim-Centric Guide to road safety

Road safety has become a

major problem in India thanks

to the country's rapid urbaniza-

tion and the increasing number

of vehicles. Every day there

are traffic accidents that em-

phasize where urgent proper

traffic regulation is needed.

This article examines the un-

derstanding of traffic rules in

India, the victim-centric ap-

proach to road safety and im-

portant case laws affecting the

legal framework for road

safety in India.

The Motor Vehicles Act, 1988

is the cornerstone of road

safety laws in the country. The

law provides guidelines for ve-

hicle registration, licenses, traf-

fic rules and penalties for vio-

lations. Additionally, there are

certain provisions of the

Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita

(BNS) that come into play

when violations result in acci-

dents, injuries or death.

The Motor Vehicles (Amend-

ment) Act, 2019 amendment

introduced increased fines for

offenses such as over speed-

ing, rash driving and driving

without a valid license. For ex-

ample, the fine for driving with-

out having seat belt on have

been significantly increased,

and stricter rules have been in-

troduced for drink and drive

cases. A distinctive feature of

the amendments is the introduc-

tion of electronic monitoring for

more effective enforcement of

road traffic regulations. With

the increasing use of surveil-

lance cameras, automatic li-

cense plate recognition sys-

tems, enforcement has become

more consistent, reducing the

potential for human error and

corruption.

Licensing and Registration is a

must, every driver must have a

valid driving license, and every

vehicle must be registered

from the Regional Transport

Authority (RTO) before using

it on public roads. Section 177

of the Act provides punishment

for driving without having a

driving license or driving an

unregistered vehicle.

The act lays down penalties for

various traffic offences, Section

185 makes it a criminal offense

for driving a vehicle under the

influence of alcohol or drugs and

provides punishment for same

in way of fine and imprisonment.

Section 183 provides for over

speeding, while Section 184

deals with dangerous driving.

Penalties may vary depending

on the severity of the offence.

In recent years, India has in-

troduced digital traffic enforce-

ment in form of electronic

challan. It allows authorities to

issue fines virtu-

ally by sending

message via reg-

istered phone

number of ve-

hicle, reducing

old school

manual interven-

tion work and in-

creasing trans-

parency in the

process. The e-

challan also al-

lows vehicle

owners to view

and pay fines

online through e

challan parivahan site.

While the Motor Vehicles Act

handles day-to-day traffic vio-

lations, the Bharatiya Nyaya

Sanhita (BNS) addresses more

serious offenses that arise

when traffic violations result in

accidents causing injury or

death. Section 106 of the

Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita

(BNS) Act talks about causing

death by negligence, often used

in cases where an accident re-

sults from reckless or negligent

driving. Section 281 of the act

deals with rash driving or riding

on a public way, which is appli-

cable when a driver's actions

endanger public safety.

Whereas Section 125(B) of the

act provides for causing griev-

ous hurt by act endangering life

or personal safety of others, ap-

plicable when an accident

causes serious injury.

Road traffic rules and penalties

are no doubt essential to pre-

vent violations, but a victim cen-

tric approach to road safety is

much important and gained its

recognition in recent years. This

concept focuses on the recog-

nizing the rights of accident vic-

tims and emphasizes the need

for speedy justice and compen-

sation. In a country like India,

where traffic accidents cause

several deaths and injuries, the

victim-oriented approach en-

sures that individuals and fami-

lies affected by such accidents

are not left to fight alone with-

out support.

In case of India, where road

accidents contribute to a high

incidence of deaths and injuries,

this victim-centric model is es-

sential. It serves to ensure that

individuals and families af-

fected by such tragic events

receive the necessary support.

Some key aspects of Victim-

Centric approach are that the

Motor Vehicles act contains

provisions on compensation for

victims of traffic accidents. In

case of death or serious injury,

the victim or his family are en-

titled to compensation. This is

especially crucial for families

suffering emotionally and finan-

cially due to accident. One of

the main features of the victim-

centric model is the concept of

no-fault liability. Under this con-

cept, compensation is provided

to the victim or their family

even if the driver is not at fault.

The compensation is generally

paid by the insurance company,

making sure that victims re-

ceive immediate financial assis-

tance, especially in hit-and-run

cases where the responsible

party is unknown.

In addition to financial compen-

sation, the victim -centric

method also calls for the recov-

ery of the victims of the acci-

dent, especially those who suf-

fer from permanent disability.

This includes medical, physical

therapy and mental health sup-

port. Many NGOs and govern-

ment agencies are working to

ensure that victims receive ad-

equate care and rehabilitation

assistance.

Several significant legal cases

in India have, over the years,

influenced the legal framework

related to traffic violations and

the rights of accident victims.

The Supreme Court of India, in

the case of K.K. Verma v.

Union of India (2011), ad-

dressed the issue of inadequate

compensation for victims of

road traffic accidents. The

Court emphasized that the com-

pensation provided under the

Motor Vehicles Act should be

sufficient to support the finan-

cial recovery of victims and

their families after such inci-

dents. Additionally, the Court

required the government to en-

sure timely payment of com-

pensation and to enforce no-

fault liability provisions. This

ruling underscored the impor-

tance of a victim-oriented ap-

proach and the need for insur-

ance companies to fulfil their

responsibilities without delay.

In the landmark case of Sarla

Verma v. Delhi Transport Cor-

poration (2009), Supreme Court

established that the calculation

of compensation should con-

sider the income of the de-

ceased as well as the age of

the victim, ensuring that the

compensation reflects the ac-

tual financial losses suffered by

the victim's family. This case

provided a framework for com-

pensation assessment in road

accident cases, which has been

adopted in various later judg-

ments.

Recognizing and following traf-

fic regulations is not merely

about avoiding fines or legal

complications; it fundamentally

revolves around the protection

of lives and the prevention of

trauma.
