Fire Hawks and Flames: The Unseen Threat to Climate Stability

The recent wildfires in Los
Angeles (LLA) have once
again brought into sharp focus
the escalaling dangers posed
by climate change. This cata-
strophic evenl has led Lo the
destruction of over 12,300
homes, with an estimated [i-
pnancial loss of $130 o $150
million equivalentto 713 lakh
crore in Indian currency. Be-
yond the monetary loss, these
fires symbolize the growing
fragility ol our planet's ecosys-
tems in the face of human and
natural pressures.

What makes this wildlire par-
ticularly intriguing is Lthe role
ol certain bird species Lhe
Black Kite, Whislling Kite.
and Brown Falcon collectively
referred to as “fire hawks."”
These birds have displayed a
remarkable and alarming be-
havior: they intenlionally
spread fires. Observations re-
veal that these species pick up
burning sticks and drop them
into unbumed areas, likely to
{lush out prey hiding in the veg-
elation. While this behavior is
a lascinaling display ol animal
intelligence, il inadveriently ex-
acerbates wildlire conditions in
regions already primed for de-
struction.

The Role of Fire Hawks in
Wildfires

The "fire hawks" have evolved
this behavior as a survival
mechanism, using fire as atool
to hunt. However, in a world

where climale change has
made wildfires more frequent
and inlense. their aclions are
now centributing to a danger-
ous fecdback loop. Dry con-
ditions, high tcmperatures, and
wind pallerns make il casier
for the birds" lire-starling -ac-
lions to spiral oui of control,
turning natural phenomena into
large-scale disasters,

This phenomenon is a stark re-
minder thal even natural pro-
cesses can become harmiul
when combined with human-
induced environmental
changes. [l underscores the
interconnectedness of natural
ecosystems and human activ-
ity, where one disruplion can
cascade into catastrophic oul-
comes.

The Climate Crisis and
Wildfires

The LA fire is a grim reflec-
lion of the larger climale cri-
sis. Rising global temperatures,
prolonged droughits, and in-
creased vegelalion dryness

have created Lhe perfect storm
forwildfires Lo thrive. Accord-
ing lo climate experts, the [Te-
quency of wildfires has

doubled in the past few de-
cades, with the [ollowing key
[actors al play:

1. Rising Temperatures: As the
Earth warms, vegetation be-
comes drier and more suscep-
tible to ignition.

2. Changing Wind Patterns:
Stronger and more erratic

winds fuel the rapid spread of

[ires.

3. Human Activities: Urban
expansion into [orested areas
and negligence, such as im-
properly extinguished camp-
fires, signilicantly contribute Lo
wildfire incidenis.

A Call for Immediale Action
The LA wildfire serves as both
a wake-up call and an urgent
plea for change. To prevent
and miligate such disasters, a
multifaceted approach is re-
quired:

. Forest Conservation and
Restoration: Protecling exist-
ing forests and reforesting de-
graded lands can reduce the
inlensity of wildfires.

2. Advanced Fire Moniloring:
Deploying satellite technology
and Al-based systems can
help detecl and respond Lo
lires more elfectively.

3. Understanding Nalure’s
Role: Conducling in-depth
siudies on species like lire
hawks can provide insights
into [lire patterns and help de-
velop strategics lo mitigate
their impact,

4. Climate Policy Reforms:
Strengthening global and na-
tional climate policies is essen-
lial to curb emissions and slow
down global warming.

The interplay of natural behayv-
iors, such as those exhibited by
fire hawks. and human-in-
duced climate change high-
lights the complexity of man-
aging our planet’s ecosystems,
As wildfires become more in-
tense and widespread, the ur-

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Rights of Victims in Indian Criminal Justice System

A "Victim" is delined as a per-
son who has solfered harm,
either physical or mental injury,
emotional sultering, economic
loss or violation of his'her fun-
damental nights through acts or
omissions considered Lo be vio-
lative of Indian Criminal Laws
incloding those laws thal pre-
scribe punishment for criminal
abuse of power. There are
people who are suffering be-
yond description. They are in-
nocent people. They didn't
bring this upon themselves.
They are the viclims of the
sins of other people. It's im-
portanl Lo understand that
these people exist.

In foreign countries proleclion,
gssistance and compensation
15 given to viclims of crime.
Bul, in Indiapreviously victims
were mostly ignored in the
Criminal Juslice Syslem.
Thnugh in the meantime due

to implementation of different
laws of the land situation has
been changed lo some extent,
but still Indian laws need to be
more victim oriented which
includes greater respect for
victims and their rights. Inspile
of presence of many provi-
sions for rights of the victims
under Constitution of India and
other laws of the land. most of
the limes our Criminal Justice
System pretend to be ignorant
of them and nol acted upon in
accordance with laws.

The UN Declaration of Basic
Principles of Justice for Vic-
tims of Crime and Abuse of
Power, 1985 recognized the
significance of the necessity lo
sel the standards and norms in
international law for the pro-
tection of crime victims. It has
recognized four major rights of
victims: Le.(i) access lo juslice
and fair treatment; (i) restitu-

Lion; (iii) compensilion; and
{(iv) assistance.

In-general, a viclim's rights can
be classified into fellowing ten
classes:

(1) Right to be Lrealed with
self-respect

{2) Right to nolification.

{3} Right Lo be present.

i4) Right to be heard.

{5) Right to rational protection
from terrorization and injury.
(&) Right to restitution.

{7} Right to information.

(8) Right to compensalion es-
pecially {or crimes of violent
nature.

(9} Right to speedy proceed-
ngs&

(10) Rights Lo privacy.

[n our Indian Criminal Justice
System, a victim sullers ev-
ervday as the crime is commit-
ted against himther and also be-
cause he/she has lo undergo a
lot of manipulation of the ex-

isling system. Whereas, the
person who is found guilty is
sheltered, nursed, lighted, and
entertained in prison for which
the state gives the expenditure
from the taxes that the victims
of crime are not provided with.
However, some legal sleps are
there that viclims can lake:
-Understand his/her legal
rights

IU's important Lo understand
his/her legal rights by the vie-
Llims Lo take appropriate aclion
against the perpetrator.
-Consult legal counsel
Victims can seek puidance
from legal professionals who
specialize in the relevant area
af law.

-File a complaini

Victims can file a complaint
with the appropriate authori-
lies.

- Seek compensation

Viclims may he eligible for
