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Animal cruelty: How Humane are humans and the legal impediments

No matter how far back we go
in time, cruelty towards animals
has always walked alongside
the mask of friendship. Domes-
ticated animals have always
been used for one profit or an-
other. Their purpose has al-
ways been defined by those
who owned them. As humans
moved away from hunting as
the primary means of sourcing
food and money entered the
world, there was a significant
increase in the cruelty inflicted
on animals through their con-
finement. Soon, they became
part of our regular diet, and
with the growing human popu-
lation, there was an increasing
demand for animals as a source
of food. So much so that, to
meet this demand, one crucial
thing had to be set aside: em-
pathy. As humans sought ev-
ery possible way to increase
production by confining live
animals, employing influential
marketing, and using tastier in-
gredients—while completely
hiding the torture endured by
billions of souls in hidden cor-
ners—consuming humans lost
the notion of empathy towards
these voiceless beings. Gradu-
ally, all of this led to an increase
in global cruelty towards ani-
mals. Nevertheless, the laws of
our nation, whether for domes-

tic or wildlife, have attempted
to reduce the atrocities against
the voiceless. Sadly, even
though laws like the Prevention
of Cruelty to Animals Act,
1960, and the Wildlife (Protec-
tion) Act, 1972, were enacted,

their implementation came
much later, after many
empathetic individuals
fought for them. The en-
forcement of such laws be-
gan to rise in the early 2000s,
nearly 40 years later.

When our organization began
working for animals suffering
from cruelty in 2016, we faced
significant setbacks from
people and authorities, as even
getting an FIR registered was
a challenge and nearly impos-
sible. After reaching out to
multiple authorities, standing for
days outside police stations,
spreading awareness on social
media, and enduring a continu-
ous struggle, authorities finally
acted and implemented laws
that had been enacted nearly
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60 years ago. Thus, fighting
against animal cruelty is not an
easy task, or have we lost the
empathy that allows us to see
them as more than mere ob-
jects?

Finally, the Bhartiya Nyaya
Sanhita (BNS) replaced the
Indian Penal Code (IPC), com-
ing into effect on July 1, 2024.
Previously, under section 11 of
the PCA 1960, there were sev-
eral subdivisions along with mul-
tiple other sections like 428/429/
279 IPC included in cases of
animal cruelty. Now, all of this
has been consolidated under
BNS Section 325 of the
Bhartiya Nyaya Sanhita
(BNS). This law addresses the
crime of intentionally harming
or killing animals, including poi-
soning, maiming, or rendering
an animal useless. The punish-
ment for this crime can be im-
prisonment for up to five years,

a fine, or both. The law spe-
cifically targets intentional ac-
tions that cause harm or death

to animals. Cases under BNS
Section 325 are triable by a First
Class Magistrate, who will de-

istence of the IPC, section 377
(decriminalized in 2018), which
criminalized bestiality and
sexual offenses against animals,
has been omitted in the BNS.
Such acts were punishable by
life imprisonment or up to 10
years in prison, plus a fine. The
implementation of such laws is
crucial as authorities often
show disinterest when the case
does not directly affect a hu-
man being.

Many violent criminals have a
documented history of cruelty
to animals. A study published
in the Journal of Emotional
Abuse found that 71% of
women with companion ani-
mals who sought shelter from
abuse confirmed that their part-
ner had threatened, injured, or
killed the animals. Meanwhile,

termine the severity of the pun-
ishment based on the evidence
presented and the damage in-
flicted on the animal. Since the
offense is cognizable, the au-
thorities are empowered to take
swift action against the ac-
cused.

A significant observation made
by many after the BNS came
into effect is that, during the ex-

a study published in the Foren-
sic Research and Criminology
International Journal warns,
"Those who engage in animal
cruelty are three times more
likely to commit other crimes,
including murder, rape, robbery,
assault, harassment, threats,
and drug/substance abuse.
Major motivations for engag-
ing in animal cruelty include
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anger, fun, control, fear, dis-
like, revenge, imitation, and
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sexual pleasure.” In India,
Ameerul Islam, who was con-
victed of raping and murder-
ing Kerala law student Jisha,
had a history of raping and
killing dogs and goats.
Therefore, public awareness
programs play a crucial role in
sensitizing and reviving empa-
thy towards the voiceless.
Training programs should be
organized for everyone, both the
general public and authorities,
for the strict implementation of
the laws. People often hesitate
to report incidents involving ani-
mals because they fear that no
necessary action will be taken.
This issue can only be ad-
dressed when the government
and authorities work together
to raise public awareness re-
garding the implementation of
the laws.
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Unethlcal Conduct by the Secretary, People For Animal, Bhubaneswar

situation has sparked significant
criticism and calls for account-
ability and justice. The
problem was uncov-
ered when the Direc-

bandry and Veterinary
Services was made
aware of the unautho-
rized deductions. After interven-
tion of Director AH & VS, regu-
lar monthly extortion ceased in
December 2024. The affected
employees have yet to receive
reimbursement for the already

Serious allegations have also
been made against the Secretary
PFA for participating in dishon-
est practices to obtain the gov-

ernment outsourcing

contract.Reports suggest that Mr
Das forged the registration re-
newal document from the Animal
Welfare Board of India (AWBI)
to secure the outsourcing contract
of CDVO, Khordha. This brings
into question the thoroughness of
the procedures involved in the fi-
nalization of such agreements.
Employees and activists have ex-
pressed their apprehensions, de-
manding acomprehensive inves-
tigation into the issue. One ani-
mal helpline staff stated, "This
situation goes beyond mere fi-
nancial misconduct; it represents
a violation of trustl. Those ac-
countable must be

prosecuted."The unlawful deduc-
tions and alleged forgery have
tarnished the credibility of FARD
Department. AHL employees
are urging the authorities to take
swift action to ensure that such
incidents are not repeated and
that those affected receive jus-
tice. The Director of AHVS has
yet to issue a formal statement
regarding the alleged forgery
and the recovery of the deducted
funds. Meanwhile, pressure is
mounting on the government to
conduct a transparent investi-
gation and penalize those in-
volved in these unethical prac-
tices.
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VEDIC MATHEMATICS

The Vedas are the ancient texts
which mean "Knowledge" in
Sanskrit and are the most hon-
ored in Hinduism.

Later he wrote the sutras on
the manuscripts but were lost
due to some undisclosed rea-
sons. Finally in year 1957, on
the request of his ardent devo-
tees he wrote introductory vol-
ume of 16 sutras which is called
as Vedic Mathematic. In 1958
the type script of Vedic Math-
ematics was left in US for pub-
lication. On 2nd February 1960
he attained Mahasamadhi.
Jagadguru Shri Bharati Krishna
Tirtha was prominent Indian
spiritual leader, mathematician,
and the Shankaracharya (spiri-
tual head) of the Govardhan
Matha in Puri, Odisha. He held
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the title of Jagadguru, meaning
"teacher of the world", which
is a prestigious title given to
spiritual leaders in certain lin-
eages of Hinduism.
