The National Education
Policy (NEP) , launched by
the Government of India, is a
milestone in reforming the
country’s education system.
It is crafted to fulfill the ex-
pectations of the 21st century
and transform education into
a holistic, flexible,
multidisciplinary, and globally
aligned process without com-
promising India's rich heritage
and values. NEP brings in
several path-breaking re-
forms in school education,
higher education, teacher
education, digital learning, and
preservation of culture.

Also, it focuses on mul-
tilingual education with the
promotion of mother tongue
or home language as the me-
dium of instruction through
Grade 5 but with the push for
students to learn several lan-
guages.

At higher education levels,
NEP looks towards a
multidisciplinary environment
where students get to com-
bine courses across disci-
plines like arts, science, and
vocational studies. Under-
graduate degrees will be on a
flexible framework with sev-
eral exit routes—students can
exit after one year with a cer-
tificate, two years with a di-
ploma, three years with a
bachelor's degree, and four
years with a research spe-
cialization. The establishment

of an Academic Bank of
Credits (ABC) allows stu-
dents to bank and transfer
credits between institutions,
being more flexible. In addi-
tion, the policy fortifies the re-
search ecosystem by creating
the National Research Foun-
dation (NRF), which will
boost research opportunities
in universities.

Teachers form the backbone
of the education system, and
NEP targets empowering
teachers by providing intense
teacher training programs.
The policy requires a four-
year integrated B.Ed. degree
as the minimum for fresh re-
cruits and also offers courses
for ongoing

professional development to
keep educators up to date on
the most recent advance-
ments in pedagogy. The re-
cruitment process too will
become more transparent,
with merit-based Teacher
Eligibility Tests (TETs) al-
lowing only the best candi-
dates to join the profession.
The policy also incorporates
technology and digital learn-
ing to bridge educational di-

vides and enhance access to
quality education. Platforms
such as SWAYAM,
DIKSHA, and eVidya will
be extended to cater to
online learning in order to
make education more acces-
sible, particularly to students
in far-off areas. Coding and
artificial intelligence (AI)
will also be integrated into
the curriculum to equip stu-
dents for future technologi-
cal developments. Special
focus will be given so that
all students, including those
belonging to marginalized
groups, have equal access to
digital education.

In addition to modernizing
education, NEP aims to pre-
serve and promote Indian
culture and values. It en-
courages the study of Indian
Knowledge Systems, includ-
ing yoga, Sanskrit, Vedic
mathematics, and traditional
sciences. The policy also
strengthens regional lan-
guages by promoting classi-
cal languages such as Tamil,
Telugu, Kannada, Odia, and
Pali and incorporating
India’s rich artistic and cul-
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tural heritage into the cur-
riculum.

The effective roll-out of
NEP will involve cooperation
between the central and
state governments, schools
and higher education institu-
tions, and stakeholders. With
a strong focus on equity, in-
clusion, and innovation, the
policy aims at universal
access to quality education
by 2040, making India a
global knowledge super-
power. NEP is not merely
a reform; it is a visionary
move towards an indepen-
dent, educated, and em-
powered India.

OUR PREAMBLE

The Preamble is the philosophy
of our Constitution. Debate will
continue about this. At present,
in this article, an effort is being
made to explain that the first
puzzle which the Constitution
experts faced was that
whether the Preamble is an in-
tegral part of the Constitution?
From this the interpretation of
the philosophy of the Constitu-
tion begins. In the Constitu-
tional system, it is the Supreme
Court which has to interpret the
Constitution from time to time
as per need. It is an irony that
the Supreme Court itself cre-
ated confusion regarding the
Preamble. In several verdicts
of the Supreme Court confu-
sion over the Preamble shows.
On one hand, the Hon'ble Su-
preme Court believes that "The
Preamble is the key to the
hearts of the Constitution mak-
ers. Wherever there is any lack
of clarity in the words, to un-
derstand the intent of the Con-
stitution makers, help of the
Preamble can be taken." But,
for a long time the Hon'ble Su-
preme Court did not accept the
Preamble as a part of the Con-
stitution. Hon'ble Justice
Gajendra Gadkar had said that
the Preamble was not a part of
the Constitution. This increased
the confusion further.

But some clarity came when
the Supreme Court ruled that
the Preamble helps in under-
standing the Fundamental
Rights of the citizens and also
the Directive principles of the
Constitution. More clarity came
when most of the Justices of
the Supreme Court ruled, with

reference to the deliberations
of the Constituent Assembly,
that the Preamble is a part of
the Constitution. Hon'ble Jus-
tice S.M. Sikri in his ruling said
that "That legislative history of
the Constitution's Preamble jus-
tified its importance. The Pre-
amble is not only a part of the
Constitution, it is rather ex-
tremely important. The Consti-
tution should be understood by
dividing deeper into the words
of the Preamble.

Thus, the Supreme Court
clearly said that "That edifice
of our Constitution has been
built upon the basic fundamen-
tal elements as described in the
Preamble. If any element out
of these is removed the entire
edifice will crumble and the
Constitution will not remain the
same or it will lose its person-
ality and its identity. This
brought some clarity about the
Preamble. But, a new question
has arisen that what are the
basic elements of the Consti-
tution? These have remained
undefined till now.

The Preamble is the philoso-
phy of the Constitution. To learn
and understand it, we must read
the Preamble of the original
Constitution. It should be ab-
sorbed totally. An internation-
ally acclaimed philosopher
Akash singh Rathore has writ-
ten, "The original Preamble has
44 words, if we do not include
the declarative and the objec-
tives part of it." The words out
of which the philosophy of the
Constitution emerges are just
six- Justice, Liberty, Equality,
Dignity, Nation and Harmony.
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These words are not just
words. All these words ac-
quired a meaning during the
freedom meaning during the
freedom struggle. It is like a life
element in the national aspira-
tion. The Constitution makers
used these words to frame the
Preamble. By these points, a
branch of the fundamental
Rights few out of the tree
called the Constitution. But, it
is also true that the Preamble is
meant to be a guide. This is the
limit, and its infinite possibility it's
also hidden in this limit only. If
we consider the Constitution as
the highest law of the land then
its importance can be under-
stood. The Preamble is in the
beginning of the Constitution
because "Law has to be inter-

preted and the Executive and the
Judiciary have to be directed to
implement the law properly."
But, the doors of the court can-
not be knocked to acquire it as
aright. This came out of a ver-
dict of the Supreme Court.
Does the Preamble include
what Mahatma Gandhi
wanted? Dr. Durga Das Basu
has underlined this specially. He
writes that " In the Preamble,
what has been established with
an effort by combining Equality
and Harmony with Political,
Social and Economic Democ-
racy, was what Mahatma
Gandhi had described as "The
India of my dreams." He quotes
one of Gandhi's sayings. It is,
"An India where the poorest of
the poor will think that this coun-

try is theirs and they are also
contributing in building this coun-
try; an India where all commu-
nities will live in harmony; there
will be no space in this India for
the curse of 'Untouchability' or
for intoxicating drinks or narcot-
ics; where men and women will
have equal rights." The Consti-
tution expert N A Palkiwala has
described the Preamble as the
introduction of the Constitution.
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
