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When Evidence Becomes a Voice:
A Victim-Centric Future for Forensic Justice

Forensic science has
evolved into one of the most
significant aids in the criminal
justice system however, its
true value is realised only
when it serves those,who are
most affected by crime, i.e.,
the victims. A victim-centric
approach to forensic science
and law necessitates
prioritizing the rights, dignity,
and emotional well-being of
victims throughout every
investigative process. In
India's evolving legal
landscape under the Bharatiya
Nyaya Sanhita (BNS),
Bharatiya Nagrik Suraksha
Sanhita (BNSS) & The
Bharatiya Sakshya Adhiniyam
(BSA), growing reliability on

forensic science and
investigative tools makes
justice not only more efficient
but also more humane.

Victims should not be
viewed as mere evidence.
They are individuals who are
recovering from trauma who
deserve respect, support, and
closure. Justice begins with the
courage to listen. Justice is not
only when the criminal is
punished, but also when
victims feel that their truth has
been heard.

Furthermore, forensic
science is vital for the timely
administration of justice and
delay in scientific reports may
worsen victim's trauma.
Sections 176-179 of BNSS

e x pressly
requireforensicexamination
and digital investigation for
offences punishable with
imprisonment for seven years
or more.Biological evidence
collected during medical
examinations under Sections
52 and 184 of the BNSS
enables modern DNA
profiling techniques, including
STR analysis, thereby
strengthening forensic
accuracy, electronic records
under section 63 of BSA along
with BNSS Sections 94, 105
strengthen the legal
framework for utilising digital
forensic material.

The 1995 Tandoor Murder
Case (State v. Sushil Sharma)
remains a landmark case for
the use of DNA evidence and
second autopsy. After
murdering his wife, Naina
Sahni, and attempting to burn
her body in a restaurant oven,
the accused thought there

won't be a trace of evidence
left. Yet, DNA analysis
confirmed the identity, and
second autopsy revealed that
cause of death was firearm
injuries, in contrast to the first
autopsy report which opined
that the cause of death was
burn injuries.It proved the
crime beyond doubt. This
case highlighted thateven after
death forensic science can
uncover the truth, ensuring the
victim's voice cannot be
silenced.

It is also important that
collection of medico-legal
evidence is done in such a
manner that acknowledges
the trauma and mental state
of the victim. BNSS Section
184 emphasizes that medical
examination must be
conducted with the consent
of the victimand 176
provides that thevictim's
statement must be recorded
at location of her
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choice,prioritizing the victim's
comfort and dignity. When
these technical procedures are
aligned with empathy and
professionalism, then process
becomesmore transparent
and significantly less traumatic
for victims thereby boosting
their trust in the justice system.

Justice is not merely a
courtroom outcome, but it is
also a promise and
commitment that no victim will
be forgotten, no suffering will
be dismissed, and no truth will
be buried. A victim-centric
approach to forensic science
ensures that investigation and
forensic analysis are not just
formal procedures but also
respects the victim's identity,
dignity, supporting their healing
and revealing the real truth.
"Forensic science becomes
the place where the victim's
pain finds
